Korean War
The Korean War, 1950 – 1953, 
began when North Korea at-
tacked South Korea. 

Dick Weichman served during the  
Korean war with the U.S. Army’s 
5th Regimental Combat Team, 
which was a self-supported army 
regiment with its own tanks, ar-
tillery, and infantry.  Dick was in 
Korea the day the cease fire took 
effect at Panmunjom. His position 
was north of the DMZ’s current 
location in the center of Korea.

Dick said that the last man killed 
in the Korean War, a Sgt. Cross, 
was in his Company. Sgt. Cross 
was in a bunker that took a direct 
hit from an artillery shell at 8 pm 
the day of the cease fire. The Ko-
rean War ended two hours later 
at 10 pm.

Farewell

HBYC Life Member and two-
time Past Commodore Fred 
Willett passed 
away in Maryland 
December 24th.  

Fred served in the 
U.S. Navy during 
World War II, in 
the Pacific theater, 
commanding an 
LST (Landing Ship 
Tank). An LST is 
a large ocean-go-
ing warship, 328 
feet long with a 50 
foot beam. It could 
carry 3,880 tons of cargo, such 
as tanks, vehicles, or troops (as 
many as150 troops). 

Its armament included a 40 
mm czannon mounted on the 
ship’s prow, six 20 mm guns, 
two 50 caliber machine guns, 
and two mortars.

The LST could land its cargo 

directly on to beaches, no dock or 
pier necessary.  Once onshore, it 

could back up 
and return to sea. 

After Fred retired 
from the Navy, 
he did nauti-
cal surveying 
and worked for 
Westinghouse in 
South America 
and elsewhere. 
He also worked 
on submersibles 
with Jacques 
Cousteau and 

his team, which they used in their 
underwater adventures. 
Fred retired to Hernando Beach 
in 1986 and, along with his wife 
Margie, became members of HBYC 
in 1989. Fred was Commodore in 

1992 and 2000.  Fred was also long 
time Editor of the Towline. His 
favorite pastime was Bridge. 

Fred is survived by his children - 
Mary Ellen, Steve, and Tom, four 
grandchildren, four great grand-
children and dear friend and HBYC 
Life Member Betty Ferguson

As he wished, his ashes will be sent 
to Norfolk where they will be taken 
out and deposited in the Ocean.
